Dear Praying Friends,
It has been a busy few months on Nauru and we are excited to inform you of some of 
the going’s on as it’s fruit and labour that abounds to your account! We could not do it 
without you!

New Disciples
Xiaoming (Andy) is a young Chinese asylum seeker who ended up on Nauru after a somewhat 
harrowing journey into Australian waters. He was witnessed to by a Christian on board, and the 
Lord spared his life on his journey after their boat sank. He was interested in Baptism (to become 
a Christian) and after a chat with him via an interpreter he got saved! He is tender to the things of the Lord and very kind. He’s busy 
with English classes, work, and church.
He and Saul (a nurse from the Solomon Islands we mentioned last letter) both got Baptised in October and have been coming faithfully 
and inviting others to come with them. Xiaoming  brought Xiaoling (tricky I know!) and Richard both Chinese asylum seekers, and Saul 
has brought Philip, a teacher also for the Solomon Islands. We praise the Lord for these faithful men, and their desire to reach others 
with the gospel. Pray for them as they continue discipleship material and grow in their walk with the Lord.
Gifts from the Government
The government of Nauru gave each of the churches on Nauru an electric motorbike and 2 bicycles before the upcoming election. We 
were thankful to receive them. (I kept the electric scooter! :) We did an attendance campaign over several weeks to give the bikes 
away to whoever brought the most visitors. We had 9 visitors many of whom came more than once, and the bikes were won by Gideon 
and Teehani (pictured below). Janine has not missed church on Sunday since the campaign, enjoys the service and is very attentive to 
the preaching, please pray for her salvation.
Schools Out!
Titus and Gideon have both finished school for the year. Titus just turned 16 and is going into his last year of school. He is our primary 
song leader at church.Gideon is 13 and will be starting  grade 9 next year, he leads singing for afternoon services.
